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	NEED FOR THE STUDY:
          Hahnemann defines acute disease conditions to be "Rapid morbid processes of the abnormally deranged vital force, which have a tendency to finish their course more or less quickly, but always in a moderate time these are termed acute diseases".
          There is a strong myth about homoeopathy that it works slowly and is not choice of preference in the treatment of an acute disease. But it’s not the truth because homoeopathy is based on natural laws.
          Homoeopathy is "a rule of practice for the administration of drugs"
          In other words Homoeopathy is a method of curing the Sufferings of a person by the administration of drugs which have been experimentally proved to possess power of producing similar sufferings in a healthy human being. It is a specialized system of drug therapy and nothing more or nothing less.
Hahnemann divides clinically all the diseases under 2 types
1) Acute disease
2) Chronic disease
Hahnemann classified acute disease into 3 types

1) Individual
2) Sporadic 

3) Epidemic
         Homoeopathy, therefore, is a system of scientific, constitutional drug-therapeutics with wide potentialities, giving full scope to the prescriber's artistic abilities.

          Homoeopathy is a method of focusing into an effort upon the individual and individualistic side of disease.
          My inspiration to choose this topic for further study is my personal experience to treat an acute disease with homoeopathic medicine. I have came across through large number of acute diseases while my internship and after joining MD also number of acute cases are benifitted by homoeopathic medicines more fast and in a more harmless way in ahmedabad homoeopathic medical college and my private place.

          My choice of A CONCISE REPERTORY OF HOMOEOPATHIC MEDICINE DR S.R.PHATAK   for this study because it is an ideal repertory for the beginners and for those who believe in artistic the simplest and handy repertory in alphabetical order and remedies for particular rubric are reduced to minimum possible by a careful selection which makes drug selection easier, simpler and efficient.
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	Review of literature: 
          Homoeopathy can be defined as a System of Drug-Therapeutics based on the Law of Similars. This Law states that a drug, capable of producing in a healthy person a diseased-state exactly similar to that observed in a diseased person, acts as a curative disease is in a curable stage.
          Hahnemann considers disease as a state indicating disharmonious functioning of the Life Force. We become aware of this disharmony by the loss of the sense of well-being which we have learnt to accept as normal.
           A little later, we become aware of some of the processes within, which are thrown out of gear to begin with this awareness is only vague As the disharmony progresses, more definite indications start appearing, first in the form of Symptoms, then followed by Signs.

           In the study of disease, homoeopathic physician consider the individual response as of great importance from the stand point of curative remedy in guidance of totality of symptoms.
          Successful practice of Homoeopathy depends entirely on consistent and logical application of its principles and practice to individual instances of disease. Failures in Homoeopathic practice indicate, therefore, failure in the application of the Law of Similars and not of the Law itself.

          In recent generation, generally people are not ready to take homeopathic medicine in acute condition because here is a misconception that homoeopathic works slowly it will take time to cure.

          But, Homoeopathy is founded upon principles that are again founded upon natural laws. The stability of the principles maintained equally well in chronic work, in acute cases, the panic of epidemic of unknown origin.
          In all the manifestation of illness the fundamental laws remain firm and intact.

The Term Acute Disease Means

          The disease to which man is liable is either rapid morbid process of the abnormally deranged vital force, which have a tendency to finish their course more or less quickly, but always in a moderate time.

Hahnemann sir divided Acute disease into 3types:
· Individual: Affecting individuals due to various exciting causes like natural, physical irritation, emotional or mechanical factor etc.

· Sporadic: Affecting several persons at the same time, here and there (sporadically) by means of meteoric or telluric influences and injurious agents due to morbidly affected susceptibility of few persons.

· Epidemic: Mass affected by similar suffering which is mostly contagious by causes like flood, calamities, war etc.
          As we all know, Acute Diseases having characteristic of sudden onset, rapid progress, finishes in moderate time either in recovery or death.It comes like a storm, stays for a longer or shorter period and goes away like a storm. Either the person recovers or dies.

          It is recovered even without medicine than why should we give medicines in such condition? We give medicines to-

· Avoid death.

· Avoid complications.

· Shorten the duration of the disease

· Restore the health.

Hahnemann stated that - "if the selected homoeopathic remedy administered properly, then the acute natural disease which is to be overruled if recently developed will disappear imperceptibly in a few hours, an older chronic disease will yield somewhat later.”
Need of repertory
          Hahnemann himself recognised the stupendous difficulties of selecting a single out of the many, which is exactly similar to the portrait of the disease as aetiology in the Homoeopathic Materia Medica remedy revealed in the patient. The vast symptom made it impossible for anybody to remember it, especially from the standpoint of comparisons.

          This made the task of differentiating closely similar remedies really difficult. Boenninghausen, Kent and Boger approached this problem systematically compiled Repertories and evolved the special technique of Repertorization.
          A few well-selected Generals give a strong individuality to line drawing and this leads to a ready identification with group of drug-pictures in the Homoeopathic materia medica. All methods of repertorization, therefore, agree on the basic principle of repertorization; from generals to particulars. 

         A case which very clearly indicates the remedy does not need repertorization and resort to it may confuse the picture rather than clarify it.
          Paucity of Rubrics, incomplete listing of the remedies and widely differing evaluation of remedies determine the limitation of Repertory and consequently of the method of repertorization. 
          One should, therefore, be well aware of the specific limitations and consequently of the applicability of the different Reportories in common use. This will enable the prescriber to choose a Repertory for the case.
          The very fact that a number of repertories are in use should convince us that none of them is suited to all occasions. The prescriber should be conversant with all the common repertories in use and their suitability to a given case.
          Phatak is a concise repertory, which aims to reduce the burden of the prescribers by bringing the required information at on place in a different form.
          The number of main rubrics is 1971 and the medicines are 393. Thus, it is a very useful and handy repertory. It is alphabetically arranged.
          There are a limited number of rubrics, as well as remedies in this Concise Repertory. The information is taken from authentic sources as well as from author's own experience in his own practice or unless there is strong justification provided for it by authorities like Dr Boger, Dr Kent, Dr Clarke hence.
          No drug is used unless the author has verified it etc. this inspires me to choose Phatak repertory for the study of acute diseases.

	METHOD OF COLLECTION OF DATA:

The study shall be performed in following ways: 

Type of study: Experimental.  

Method of sampling: Random sampling. 

Number of samples: 50 cases 

Criteria of selection:

a) Inclusion criteria:
· Acute Cases will be randomly selected irrespective of age and sex.
b) b) Exclusion criteria: 
· Acute cases with advanced and irreversible pathological conditions.
· Cases with irregular follow up.

· Acute surgical emergency

· MLC cases

· Any acute disease condition which requires an emergency morden medicines.
· Case taking will be done according to guidelines mentioned by Hahnemann in aphorism 83-104. 

· The miasmatic evaluation will be studied in each and every case based on present history, past history, constitutional basis, family history, physical generals, the modality and periodicity of the symptoms. 

· After proper analysis and evaluation of symptoms of the case totality of symptoms will be formed. 

· Anti-miasmatic Medicines / Medicines (Whatever depending upon your topic) will be selected on reportorial as well as non-reportorial base depending upon the demand of the case. 

· The remedies will be used in various potencies as per the requirement. 

· Follow-up of each case will be taken at interval of 3, 7, 15 days or as per requirement.

Response will be analyzed into 3 criteria:
1) Improved: Decrease in intensity and / or frequency of presenting complaints with feeling of wellbeing.

2) Significant improvement – Disappearance of all the sign and symptoms with no relapse for 6 months.

3) Status quo – Neither increase nor decrease in the symptoms of the patient.
